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Around 75 teachers will be working overtime this weekend, looking to make some extra green. Well, environmental green. 

The first-ever Sustainability Education Symposium begins with a free public lecture tonight at Saint Mary’s University. The symposium coincides with Earth Hour, which takes place tomorrow. 

“We want to make it an annual event as a way to train educators and the general public on sustainability,” said Tamara Lorincz, executive director of the Nova Scotia Environmental Network. 

Most of the symposium attendees will be teachers who will talk about environmental education and conflict resolution in schools. Nova Scotia doesn’t have a great track record for teaching sustainability, said Lorincz. 

“In Canada the leading province ... is hands-down Manitoba. They have an education for sustainability framework they created in 2000,” she said. “In Nova Scotia, we don’t even have a framework document yet.”
